Grammar: the future tense and HpaBUTbCA.

Please read 243-4 on the verb HpaBuTbCH 'please, like'.

Its syntax is: subject (thing or person that pleases) + HpaBUTbCS
(agreeing with subject) + dative (person, typically, that is pleased, or
that likes an entity).

So that the Russian
fl paAQ, UTO BaM HPABUTCA KOMHAaTa

means: | am glad that to-you is pleasing the room — that is, that you like
the room.

This verb is a stem-stressed 2" conj. verb. It mostly occurs in the third
person (thing X is pleasing to person Y), but can fully conjugate
(regularly):

1 HDABAKOCb 'l am pleasing’, someone likes me (like A00OAI0, labial
> labial plus A

Tbl HpaBuWbCA  'you please’, someone likes you

OH OHa OHO HpaBuTcA 'he she it pleases’

Mbl HpaBUMCH 'we please’

Bbl HpABUTECb 'you please

OHU HPABATCA 'they please

Past tense follows the regular pattern for reflexives:

Tbl HpaBUACH (HPaBUAACh), Mbl HDABUAUCH, Bbl HDABUAUCD.
