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Nurse Call System
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Our clients include the nurses and/or physical therapists on duty at Touro Hospital, and their patients.

The problem:

The current emergency call device gets misplaced or the patient is unable to reach it due to paralysis. The words on the device are also relatively small and hard to read, and sometimes the patient is unable to speak loudly into the microphone to inform the nurse of the problem. Many calls are then either inadvertently forgotten or deemed unimportant.

The Goal:

Our specific goal is to develop a supplemental device that is more accommodating to the patient, produces audible requests with the push of a button, is easier to read, and is overall less of a hassle to both the patient and nurse!
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Design Criteria:
· Easily adjusted for accessibility

· portable 

· Produces audible requests at the push of a button

· has large words and symbols

· Aesthetically unobtrusive

· Uses small voltage source

· Relatively inexpensive

· Connects nurse and patient gap

· 6 simple voice commands 

· Does not interfere with patient mobility

The Product:

Our proposal is a system that sits on a base with a stand. The height is adjustable so that the system could be positioned on either side of the bed, whether the patient is sitting up or laying back.  It would be tailored to address both of the auditory and accessibility issues.
