WHEREAS, the current system of representation does not provide the most effective means for the undergraduate student body to voice their concerns and be represented accurately by their representatives, and

WHEREAS, both the Residence Hall Association and the Undergraduate Student Government share a common interest in improving undergraduate student life by voicing the concerns of their constituents, and

NOTING that both the school governments and residence hall governments are systems currently in place that offer a means of listening and voicing these concerns, and 

NOTING that a fall election cycle for senators will help keep the senate consistent with the changes of our constituency’s residence,
BE IT RESOLVED that Article II, Section 1 of the Constitution of the Undergraduate Student Government shall be amended to read as follows: 

Section 1. Composition

A. The following entities of the University shall send representatives to the Student Senate

1) The Residence Hall Governments of the Residence Hall Association, which shall be recognized as follows:

i. The Residence Hall Government for Butler House

ii. The Residence Hall Government for Joesphine Louise House

iii. The Residence Hall Government for Mayer Residences and Irby and Phelps Houses

iv. The Residence Hall Government for Monroe Hall

v. The Residence Hall Government for Paterson House

vi. The Residence Hall Government for Sharp Hall

vii. The Residence Hall Government for Wall Residential College

viii. The Residence Hall Government for Warren House

ix. The Residence Hall Govermnent for Willow Residences, Aron Residences, and Modular Housing
2) The Community Government

3) The university school divisions, which shall be recognized as follows:

i. The A. B. Freeman School of Business

ii. The School of Liberal Arts

iii. The School of Science and Engineering

iv. The School of Public Health and Tropical Medicine

v. The School of Architecture

B. Apportionment

1) The Residence Hall Association shall send one (1) representative per Residence Hall Government, as recognized in Section 1A
2) The Community Government shall send three (3) representatives 

3) Each university recognized school division shall send one (1) representative

4) The remainder of the ASB allocated seats shall be divided among the university recognized school divisions in accordance with the d’Hondt method, whereby successive quotients shall be calculated for each School Government Organization.  The formula for these quotients shall be
,,E-school.-,S-allocated.+1.
where ,E-school. shall be the full-time undergraduate enrollment of a School as determined by the Office of the University Registrar and ,S-allocated. the number of seats already allocated to all schools, which shall be initially zero (0) for all Schools.  Whichever School shall have the largest quotient shall have the next seat allocated and its quotient recalculated given the new value of  ,S-allocated., this process repeated until all seats shall have been allocated.

BE IT RESOLVED that Article II, Section 2 of the Constitution of the Undergraduate Student Government shall be amended to read as follows:

A. Prerequisites for seeking and retaining office

1) Eligibility under the rules and regulations of the division in which he or she is to represent or represents.

2) Residence Hall Senators must reside in the residence hall which they represent, as defined by the office of Housing and Residence Life.

3) Community Senators must reside off-campus or be classified as commuter students, as defined by the office of Housing and Residence Life.

4) School Senators must have their primary major declared in the school which they represent, as defined by the Registrar.

BE IT RESOLVED that Article VII, Section 1, subsection A of the Constitution of the Undergraduate Student Government shall be amended to read as follows:

Section l. Procedures for Elections 

A. Supervision of:

1) Officer elections shall be conducted by the USG Awards and Elections Committee (AEC). 

2) Residence Hall Senator elections shall be conducted by the Residence Hall Association Vice-President, in accordance with the Residence Hall Association Constitution.  

3) Community Senator elections shall be conducted by the USG Awards and Elections Committee (AEC).

4) School Senator elections shall be conducted by the USG Awards and Elections Committee (AEC).

BE IT RESOLVED that Article VII, Section 1, subsection B of the Constitution of the Undergraduate Student Government shall be amended to read as follows:

B. Dates:

1) Officer elections shall be held no earlier than the fourth week and no later than the eighth week of the Spring Semester. 

2) All Senator elections shall be held no earlier than the first week and no later than the third week of the Fall Semester and all Senators-elect shall take office upon a date specified by the USG AEC. 

BE IT RESOLVED that Article VII, Section 1, subsection D of the Constitution of the Undergraduate Student Government shall be amended to read as follows:

       D.   The Electorate:

1) All students who are members of the USG, as defined in Article I, Section 2, shall be eligible to vote for Executive Officers.

2) All students who reside on-campus, as defined by the office of Housing and Residence Life, shall be eligible to vote shall be eligible to vote for the Residence Hall Senator in the residence hall in which they reside.

3) All students who reside off-campus or are classified as commuter students, as defined by the office of Housing and Residence Life, shall be eligible to vote for Community Senators.

4) Students shall be eligible to vote for the School Senator(s) in the school in which their primary major is declared, as defined by the Registrar.

BE IT RESOLVED that Article VII, Section 3, subsection B of the Constitution of the Undergraduate Student Government shall be amended to read as follows:

B.  Senators: following the certification of their election by the USG AEC and shall continue until the end of the Spring Semester. 

BE IT RESOLVED that a “Creation of a Community Government” ad hoc committee shall be formed and that this committee shall be chaired by Senators McCoy and Leverson.  The purpose of this committee shall be to oversee the creation of a Community Government during the Spring 2009 Semester.  

BE IT RESOLVED that these changes take place no earlier than the 2009-10 academic year.  
Senator McCoy- We think this will lead to better representation in USG and feel there is a great need for RHA and USG to work together. 

Senator Leverson- General goal is to improve the system of representation to get more people involved with government at Tulane. 

Questions

Senator Berra- Is there a reason that you are having elections in the fall? 

Senator McCoy- There is no way for RHA to hold elections in the spring as students have not moved into dorms yet. This gives everyone a fair opportunity.

Senator Mitzner- What was your reasoning for not letting the individual schools hold their own elections?

Senator McCoy- Essentially what we would like to happen is to have AEC do all of the elections at Tulane on the same day.

President Cullen- What is the difference between this and the last time we saw the bill? Are there only 9 seats in RHA?

Senator McCoy- We named the specific resident halls because they may change at some point in the future. 

VP Gray- With the incoming freshmen class coming in, how do you foresee us adjusting representation when new resident halls are built?

Senator Leverson- We will adjust the constitution to fit it in with the numbers. 

VP Koski- Why did you recommend writing in these specific resident halls? 

Senator McCoy- Consistency… we wanted to name them all because we named all the schools. 

Senator Berra- How do you see this legislation working with more residence halls in the future?

Senator McCoy- I think this is a system we can grow into, especially as Tulane becomes more resident-oriented.

President Cullen- So community and school elections will be held by the AEC. When do terms end? Then who will conduct these elections?

Senator McCoy-  Yes. Spring. The EVP of AEC.

Proxy Smith- What is the process for amending this? 

Senator McCoy- The same way we amend things now.

Motion to amend- 

Article VII Section 1- A. 2) Residence Hall Senator elections shall be conducted by the USG Awards and Elections committee (AEC)  5) The USG Awards and Elections committee (AEC) shall make a legitimate effort to coordinate Senate elections with their respective Residence Hall, school, or community government(s).

Amendment accepted

Motion to amend

Article II, Section 2 – A. 5). No person shall serve on more than one of the following Executive Boards: Undergraduate Student Government, Residence Hall Association, A.B. Freeman School of Business, The school of Liberal Arts, The School of Science and Engineering, School of Public Health and Tropical Medicine, or the School of Architecture. 

Amendment accepted 

Motion to postpone vote on bill

Senator Sizer- Have you been talking to them over the last 3 weeks? 

VP Cullen- Yes

Positive Senator Greenberg- I appreciate the hardwork on this bill, but I wholeheartedly disagree with this bill. CBRC couldn’t agree on this bill. This bill’s main purpose seems to be lack of accountability for senator-at-larges. Why not focus on bringing more accountability to the current system instead of reworking the entire system to fix a small problem?

Negative Senator Smith- This bill isn’t that different from the last read. It’s simply more specific. Everytime this bill comes before this body nothing gets done. 

Neutral Senator Pettiette- I feel like the specifics of this bill need to be hammered out a little better. This shows a way that we can get involved and have more accountability on campus.

Positive VP Gray- I respect Leverson and McCoy and have been working with them extensively. I think we need to spend a little more time on this bill and make sure that anything and everything that it touches is worked out.

Negative Proxy Smith- I would like to point out that we’ve spent 30 minutes arguing whether or not we should be working on this. We need to fix this now.

Call to question- Motion fails

Senator Babin- Who decides what we do if this isn’t set up in time to be implemented for the 2009-2010 school year?

Senator Leverson- We would have to amend it.

VP Zang- What happens to finance committee over the summer if there are no senators for the meetings?

VP Koski- Exec would do it.

President Cullen- Do school governments know that they will not be holding their own elections?

Senator McCoy- Yes, they’ve seen the legislation and they understand it. 

Jared- What other documents will have to altered?

Leverson- RHA’s constitution, a new constitution for the community government

Senator Adams- So essentially after USG’s spring term, joint exec will be serving as USG until fall elections?

Leverson- Correct. No students are really here during the summer so the USG doesn’t meet. 

President Cullen- If more changes were to come about, when would we put this out to referendum? What authority do we have to tell these smaller organizations  how to run elections?

Senator McCoy- I think we would just put the entire legislation to referendum, not small changes. We have every authority to do that.

VP Gray- Logistics- how complicated is it to get this system set up? Assessing where each student lives, etc. Does HRL have a list of off campus as well? What is the turn around time?

Senator McCoy- It is very easy. HRL already has that list, we just have to turn in a form. Yes. It takes about a week, very similar to our current elections. 

Senator Derrick- Why is it necessary to take away the schools right to govern their own elections?

Senator McCoy- We are only hosting elections for the senator spots, not for the rest of their government. It is mostly for the sake of convenience. 

Motion to suspend questions and move to debate

Motion to amend- Article II Section 1 A 1). 

Senator Aronson- So instead of designating in our constitution which halls, you are leaving it up to RHA? So could Sharp be given 3 reps and some other dorm none?

Proxy Smith- No, I think it intends to represent all of the governments. 

Senator Greenberg- Is your amendment attending to address the differing sizes of the residence halls?

Proxy Smith- No. 

Motion to vote on amendment

Motion to amend fails

Neutral Pettiette- I like the idea of having another body to discuss things with. I don’t know 85% of my constituents. I feel like we need to rework this legislation a bit but it needs to happen in this body. 

Positive Cipriano- I am very much in favor of this legislation. My main reason for being against the old bill was that it didn’t represent everyone. This one has fixed that issue. 

Negative VP Gray- This year there are 31 ASB reps, if we use this system, hypothetically RHA could change the amount of RHG’s it recognizes to 13 and that would change the senator representation for the schools drastically. 

Neutral Senator Babin- I personally don’t think that we need to completely restructure this, but if we do need to restructure I feel this is the best way to do it.

Positive Senator Smith- The point of my amendment was to make the school governments work with AEC in order to make sure everything runs smoothly. This bill isn’t perfect for me but I feel that it is a really good compromise between everyone’s goals and equal representation. 

Negative Senator Mitzner- 2 significant flaws- fluctuation in RHGs, we would have to go through this ordeal all over again. There is nothing in this bill that keeps someone from holding 2 senator positions at the same time. This bill has significantly changed since the last time we saw it.  This has also not been approved by CBRC. I don’t think this bill is ready to be passed.

Neutral VP Koski- Couple of different issues with this: You should ask whether or not this should be legitimately considered. I technically should not have accepted this because so much had changed. You have to consider the referendum process. There may not be enough time to set up the government hall governments. The quality of this bill isn’t great, but it isn’t horrible either.

Positive Senator Diamond- I wholeheartedly support this bill. I don’t have a group of people to report to in this body other than my friends. It is important to have set constituents to protect the rights of students not involved in government. 

Negative VP Zang- I’m against it based on finance committee. Exec should not control 25% of our school year’s finance meetings

Neutral Jared- postponing for the sake of postponing doesn’t do really anything. 

Motion for 10 minute recess to discuss changes to bill

VP Gray- How will that address any of the complicated processes that Jared just spoke towards?

Senator Smith- The bill can be passed conditionally 

Motion fails

Motion to call to question

Motion fails

Neutral Senator Smith- Even if you’re going to vote no, please address your concerns.

Positive Senator Berra- We have until next year to address all of your concerns. 

Negative Senator Clark- I disagree with this bill because I feel we need to address constitutionality before we pass this bill. 

Neutral Senator Duffy- I like the direction this bill is going but there are too many details that still need to be worked on to be passed. 

Positive VP Couper- We should not necessarily worry about the other documents right now, this can all be worked out. The logistics of putting this thing together may never work out otherwise considering the contention concerning this bill.

Negative VP Gray- We all know Ratchet has been working on this for a long time. We need to do this properly, not quickly.

Motion to amend:  Be it resolved that these changes take place no earlier than the 2009-10 academic year, and that this legislation will be sent to referendum after the following issues are resolved: possible changes to: AEC bylaws, Finance Bylaws, USG Constitution, and the creation of: an Off-Campus Government Constitution, RHG Election Code, and possible changes to: the School Government’s constitutions and the RHA Constitution.

WHEREAS the Undergraduate Student Government and the Tulane community can greatly benefit from consistent growth in the number of students who have a clear understanding of the student government; and

WHEREAS the Undergraduate Student Government and the Tulane community can greatly benefit from consistent growth in the quantity and quality of student leadership; and

WHEREAS it is the duty of the Undergraduate Student Government to actively and efficiently seek the needs, wants, and opinions of key constituencies in the Undergraduate Student Body; and

WHEREAS the members of the Senate could greatly benefit from the extra resources provided by greater personnel; and

NOTING the amount of First-Year Students who ran for a Senator-At-Large position was 28; and

NOTING the discontinuation of the Emerging Leaders Program for the 2008-2009 Academic Year; and

NOTING the active and consistent presence of numerous proxies and ambassadors/apprentices at Undergraduate Student Government Meetings, Committee Meetings, and informal collaborations; 

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that ‘Article X’ attached be added to the Constitution of the Undergraduate Student Government of Tulane University in New Orleans governing the creation of a ‘Advisory Council of First-Year Students’; and

BE IT RESOLVED that an Ad Hoc Committee be created to oversee and organize the formation of the ‘Advisory Council of First-Year Students’ in a way that captures the goals of this legislation represented by the WHEREAS clauses and is consistent with Article X; and

BE IT RESOLVED that the ‘Advisory Council of First-Year Students’ Ad Hoc Committee report to the Undergraduate Student Government no later than the second regular meeting of the Senate during the Spring Semester of the 2008-2009 Academic Year concerning the Advisory Council’s Constitution and By-Laws; and

BE IT RESOLVED that the ‘Advisory Council of First-Year Students’ Ad Hoc Committee be composed of: a Chair to be nominated by and approved by the Senate, at least two (2) non-First-Year Members of the Senate, at least two (2) First-Year Senators, and any other member of the Tulane community; and

BE IT RESOLVED that the ‘Advisory Council of First-Year Students’ Ad Hoc Committee appoint the first Chair for the Advisory Council of First-Year Students; and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that the first meeting of the ‘Advisory Council of First-Year Students’ shall be held no sooner than the first day of the 2009-2010 Academic Year.

We are going to indefinitely table this bill, because VP Couper is doing something like this, and we want to work together.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Constitution of the Media Board Organizations Council
Adopted November 1998

Revised November 2008
ARTICLE I. DESIGNATION

The name of this organization shall be the Media Board Organizations Council. This shall be a USG Student Organization Council as per Article IX, Section 1, A of the USG Constitution.

ARTICLE II. OBJECT

This board Council shall be a student group of administrators and students who shall be and the branch of the USG Assembly charged with the governance of all recognized communications media. Since the Board of Administrators is the publisher and, therefore, the legally responsible authority, this board must recognize the University as the ultimate controlling authority.

ARTICLE III. PERMANENT COMPOSITION

Section 1. This Board Council shall consist of the following voting members:



A. the heads of the recognized media, ref. Article 6, Section 2 of this Constitution,

B. no more than one (1) member, not counting the media head, from the executive cabinet of any medium, and

C. two (2) Members-at-large who are not members of the executive cabinet of any campus medium.

D. Should any of the positions in Article III, Section 1, B. Nnot be filled, those seats may be filled only by additional members-at-large who are not members of the executive board of any campus medium.


Section 2. This board shall consist of the following non-voting members:



A. the adviser to the Media Board Organizations Council,

B. the Media Board Organizations Councilhead Council Chair, who shall vote only in the case of a tie,



C. the USG President, and



D. the USG Vice President of Student Organizations.

ARTICLE IV. QUALIFICATIONS


Section 1. All student members of this Board Council must:



A. be registered as students in the University,



B. have completed at least one regular academic semester as a University student,

C. be eligible under the rules and regulations of the division in which they are registered.

ARTICLE V. POWERS AND DUTIES


Section 1. This Board Council shall:

A. perform those functions required to coordinate the communications media, which includes administration, finances, and general policy,



B. adopt its Bylaws in accordance with Article 6 of this Constitution,



C. elect its Councilhead Council Chair,



D. approve all media heads,



E. receive and investigate charges against the media, and



F. take steps to ensure that the media conduct their affairs in a responsible and 


ethical manner.


Section 2. The Councilhead Council Chair shall:

A. be the presiding officer and official representative of this Board Council.,
B. appoint approve temporary media heads and appoint them if an organization is unwilling or unable to appoint one itself,



C. be responsible for the review of media financial statements,



D. not be an executive member of any ASBUSG-recognized campus medium.

Section 3. The Adviser to the media shall assist the Councilhead Council Chair with administrative functions.

Section 4. Disagreement: in the event of a disagreement between the Media Board Organizations Council and the USG Assembly Senate, the USG Assembly Senate will retain the power to overrule the Media Board Organizations Council by a vote of fifty percent (50%) plus one (1) two-thirds (2/3) of its total membership. The issue of a disagreement must receive a first reading at a regularly scheduled USG Assembly meeting and can only be voted on within two (2) regularly scheduled USG Assembly meetings, where a second reading of the matter will be given.


Section 5. Meetings:

A. The Board shall meet at a time and place designated at the first meeting of each academic semester b tThe Councilhead Council Chair, in consultation with the Board Council members., shall determine the time and place of board meetings at the first meeting of each academic semester.


B. Notice:

1. Written notice (including e-mail) of a regular meeting shall be sent to each member at least three (3) weekdays prior to the meeting date.

2. Notices shall contain as complete an agenda as possible as well as the minutes of the prior meeting.



C. Open Forum

1. There shall be an open forum at the beginning of every Media Organizations Council meeting. Any student, faculty or staff member of Tulane University may address the board upon recognition of the Council Chair.

2. Speakers must inform the Council Chair of their topic, via a phone call or e-mail, twenty-four (24) hours prior to the meeting.

3. The open forum shall not exceed ten (10) minutes of speaking time, unless extended by a majority vote of the Council. Each speaker shall be limited to two (2) minutes of speaking time, unless extended by a majority vote of the Council.

Section 6. Special meetings are defined as a decision of the Media Board Organizations Council to act when the University is out of session or outside the academic year. The adviser to the media shall be responsible for calling together all available board members for decision.



A. Special meetings of the Board shall occur:




1. at the direction of the Councilhead Council Chair,




2. at the direction of the USG Assembly Senate or its Executive Cabinet,




3. on the request of a majority of the voting membership, or




4. Oon the request of the media adviser.

B. Justification: A special meeting should be called only in situations which will directly and adversely affect the operation of any of the media.

C. Summer break: In the event that a decision must be made over the summer break, the Councilhead Council Chair, Media Adviser, and the head of the medium directly involved must be notified. They can make a decision which should then be communicated to the rest of the Board Council either by way of mail, a phone call, or e-mail.

D. No business shall be transacted during a special meeting except that mentioned in the call for the special meeting.

E. Decisions made at special meetings or summer meetings will only hold until the next regular meeting of the board, at which time the Council will vote to either uphold or dismiss the decision(s).

VI. ELECTIONS, TERMS OF OFFICE AND REMOVAL


Section 1. Medium Head Approval:

A. In accordance with this Constitution Article V, Section 1, D, the respective media as defined in Article V of the Media Board Organizations Council Bylaws must submit the results of their individual medium head elections to the Board Council for approval on or before the second to last regularly scheduled meeting of the academic year.

B. At that time, the Board Council must either approve each individual medium head-designate by a majority vote, or return the nomination to the respective medium for further consideration.


Section 2. At-Large Elections:

A. Student representatives-at-large shall be elected by the voting members of the Media Board Organizations Council at the last regularly scheduled meeting of the academic year.

B. Notification of the election dates and ties shall be published in a campus print medium at least one week prior to the election day.

C. Interested parties who have submitted a resume prior to the established deadline must appear before the Board Council on election day, at which time the membership is free to query the prospective member.


Section 3. Councilhead Council Chair Election:

A. Shall take place at the second-to-last regularly scheduled meeting of the academic year.



B. Shall follow the procedure outlined in Article viVI, Section 2, B and C.

C. The USG Vice President of Student Organizations shall preside over the election of the Councilhead Council Chair.

D. The Councilhead Council Chair shall be elected by the voting members of the Media Board Organizations Council.


Section 4. Term:

A. The term of elected members shall be one year, from the last regularly scheduled meeting of the academic year to the last regularly scheduled meeting of the following academic year, unless removed by the Board Council for cause as enumerated in the Media Board Organizations Council Bylaws.

.

B. The term of the Councilhead Council Chair shall be one year, from the second-to-last regularly scheduled meeting of the academic year to the second-to-last regularly scheduled meeting of the following academic year, unless removed by the Board for cause as enumerated in the Media Board Organizations Council Bylaws.


Section 5. Vacancies:

A. If a member of the Board Council (including medium heads) misses three (3) meetings during the year without advising the Chair Councilhead in advance, this member’s seat shall be considered vacant. Necessary discipline of that member shall occur as per Article V, Section G of the Media Board Organizations Council Bylaws.

B. Vacancies shall be filled by an election as specified in Article VI, Section 2, B and C.

C. Any vacancy shall, if possible, be filled prior to the second meeting of the Board Council following the vacancy.


Section 6. Removal



A. The Board Council retains the right to:




1. Remove or replace any member-at-large,

2. Remove media heads, provided that the media heads may be removed only for incompetence, malfeasance, negligence, or illegal action.

B. The process for removal shall follow the Media Board Council Bylaws, Article V.

VII. AMENDMENTS


Section 1. This Board Council shall define its internal structure, including the enumeration of its 
divisions, in its Bylaws, provided that:



A. such structure shall not be inconsistent with this Constitution,

B. Bbylaws may only be revised upon previous notice and two-thirds (2/3) approval of the Board Council, ref. Article IX of the USG Constitution.


Section 2. Recognition of communications media shall be as follows:

A. at the discretion of a majority of the total voting membership of this Board, a student organization that is recognized by the ASB and is eligible for ASB funding may be deemed a medium, and


B. such recognition may only be accomplished by revision of Bylaws.


Section 3. Constitutional recision revision requires:



A. a two-thirds (2/3) approval of the Board Council, and

B. subsequent approval (a two-thirds vote) of the USG Assembly, as per the USG Constitution.
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
