Bylaw Reform: Awards and Elections Committee

BE IT RESOLVED that Article II, Section 1A of the Bylaws of the Awards and Elections Committee be amended to read:

The committee shall elect among its membership a Chair and upon the approval of the Senate shall chair the Committee.  The Chair shall conduct all meetings and shall not be accorded a vote, unless in the case of a tie.
and,

BE IT RESOLVED that the respective Articles be amended as follows:

Article VIII. Membership of the Executive Awards and Elections Committee 

Section 1. The EAEC will consist of: 

A. The Executive Cabinet 

B. The committee shall recognize the Executive Vice President as the chair of the EAEC.

C. An appropriate webmaster, appointed by the AEC and approved by the Assembly, shall serve in a non-voting capacity and invited at the discretion of the chair.

D. A member of the Office of Student Programs shall serve in a non-voting capacity with limited speaking privileges. 

E. Attendance by 50% +1 committee members, excluding the chair and other non-voting members, shall constitute quorum.  

Article VIII. Duties, Powers and Jurisdiction of the EAEC  

Section 1. The EAEC is recognized as a standing committee of the Undergraduate Student Government, as per USG Bylaws, Article VIII. 

Section 2. The EAEC shall conduct the USG Senate elections no later than before the week before the first meeting of the fall semester as determined by the University calendar. 

Section 3. The timeline shall be set no later than the last week of classes during the spring semester. 

Section 4.  The committee shall review and approve the qualifications, as stated in the ASB Constitution, (Title II, Article V, Section 3) of each candidate before entering his/her name on the ballot. 

Section 5. All EAEC members must hold office hours during AEC run elections.  

A. The office hours for each committee member must be posted on the USG office door 48 hours before the election begins.

Section 6.  The committee must certify the results of each election before the posting by the EAEC chair. 

Section 7.  The EAEC shall enforce all campaign and election rules and regulations for each election that it conducts.  Should a candidate fail to follow one or more of the rules, there will be an infraction hearing where the candidate will be invited to explain him/herself to be held before the results are known by the EAEC.  All candidates will be notified of such hearing in the information packet.  The EAEC must vote by a simple majority to make a decision.  Should the EAEC decide that the candidate has failed to follow the rules and regulations, the EAEC shall administer the proper penalties, as outlined in the rules and regulations of the specific election.

ARTICLE IX.  RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR USG SENATE ELECTIONS

Section 1.  Qualifications

A. Every candidate must meet the following criteria, as per the ASB Constitution, Title II, Article V, Section 3:

1) Must be registered as a student of the University in one of the registered undergraduate divisions.

2) Must intend to be an undergraduate student of the University for a full school year during the term of office, and 

3) Must be eligible under the rules and regulations of the division in which he or she is registered.

B. Every candidate must submit the following items in writing to the Undergraduate Student Government Office (Lavin-Bernick Center, Suite G11) by the date and time announced by the Undergraduate Student Government Awards and Elections Committee (EAEC):

1) A letter of intent to run for office (include full name, phone number, e-mail address, and both permanent and school mailing address);
2) A campaign platform of 500 words or less, that may be published in The Hullabaloo and used in other campaign materials which must be sent to the USG e-mail account at usg@tulane.edu;

C. There will be a certification of the ballot at a time and place designated by the AEC.  If a candidate neglects to certify the ballot, their name will not be added to the official ballot.  This process shall be conducted in person, and not via e-mail.

Section 2.  General Electoral Procedure

A. All students listed in the Registrar’s undergraduate student database are eligible to vote.
(i) Undergraduate students shall vote in no more than one (1) academic division and no more than one (1) community division.
B. Candidates will be listed on the ballots in alphabetical order by last name.

C. A computer terminal will be maintained by EAEC in a university common area.  Should a student cast a fraudulent vote (including but not limited to using another student’s information to place a vote), all related votes will be nullified and the student may be referred to Judicial Affairs. 

D. All votes cast for “Abstain” will be considered null votes, and will not be included in the number of votes cast.  

E. All write-in votes cast for ineligible candidates will also be considered null votes, and will not be included in the total number of votes cast.  Such votes include, but are not limited to, fictitious characters and persons outside the Tulane undergraduate community, as well as students that do not meet the criteria set forth in Title II, Article V, Section 3 of the ASB Constitution.  The EAEC will review all write-in candidates before the results are certified and posted.

F. On the ballot, a description of what will happen in the case of "Write In" will be included as follows:. “By voting for an ineligible Write In, you chose to nullify your vote for that particular office.  An eligible Write In candidate would be someone who 

1) Is an undergraduate student at Tulane University 
2) Will not be graduating within their term of office

3) Intends to be a student of the University for a full school year during the term of office

G. No candidate may be in the same residential room or within 25 feet of any EAEC maintained computer terminal while any eligible voter is in the process of voting.

Section 3.  Run Off Procedure

A. In the event that one candidate does not receive a majority of the votes, a run-off will be held.

B. The two candidates with the highest percentages of votes following any deductions for infractions will appear on the ballot in alphabetical order by last name.  There will be no "Write-In" option.  The “Abstain” option will remain, as described in Section D above.

C. A run-off will be held exactly 3 days (excluding Saturdays, Sundays and holidays) after any decision of the ASB EAC and no more than 10 days after the AEC certification of the results.

D. Official campaigning shall not begin until 3 days prior to the run-off, or at the time designated by the EAEC.

E. Unless otherwise specified, all other campaign regulations must be followed.
Section 4.  For a candidate to withdraw his/her name from the ballot, a letter must be submitted to the Undergraduate Student Government's Executive Awards & Elections Committee, either via e-mail to usg@tulane.edu or a letter to the Chair care of the USG office, no less than 48 hours before the election.

Section 5.  Write-In Candidates

A. Any write-in candidate receiving a majority of the votes cast or qualifying for a run-off shall make him/herself eligible for election in accordance with Section I of these Rules and Regulations within 24 hours of their notification by the EAEC chair.

B. Write-in candidates shall be subject to all election regulations.

C. Votes for write-in candidates disqualified by the EAEC for the present election will not be counted (i.e. all that do not meet the qualifications as set forth in Article IX, Section 1 of these bylaws.)

D. The votes cast for any write-in candidate receiving less than 1% of the total number of eligible votes will not be counted. 

Section 6.  Campaigning

A. Violation of the following campaigning regulations subjects the candidate involved to disqualification and/or to other disciplinary action as deemed by the EAEC in Article IX, Section 7 of these bylaws.

B. A candidate may be held responsible for all violations committed by campaign volunteers.

C. Campaign volunteers:

1) Include anyone reasonably associated with a campaign including the candidates themselves; and

2) Shall be subject to the same campaigning rules and regulations as the candidates.

D. Official campaigning shall not begin until 10 days prior to the election or at the time designated by the EAEC. Any action of campaigning taken before this date will subject the involved candidate to disqualification or other disciplinary action.

E. Campaign Materials and other Paraphernalia:

1) All items to be displayed in or on a non-residence hall building must adhere to the rules of regulation of that building. 

2) Items may not be placed on any outside, public or university-owned structures  (e.g. trashcans, phone booths, bank machines, newspaper stands, telephone poles, etc.)  The only exceptions of this shall be the kiosks and buildings (as described in Art. IX Sec. 6E-1).

F. Residence Halls 

1) All campaign materials to be displayed in residence halls must first be approved by the Office of Housing and Residence Life (HRL) located in Irby Hall.

2) The candidates themselves have the sole responsibility to ensure that all HRL guidelines are followed in the display of all campaign materials in the residence halls.  It will be considered a campaign violation if HRL procedures are not followed.

G. Candidates are not allowed to campaign by writing on buildings or other structures with chalk or other substances.  Chalking on university sidewalks is permitted.

H. Candidates may not campaign on tickets.  A ticket is defined as two or more candidates campaigning together.  

I. Discussion of the campaign or distribution of campaign materials through unsolicited door-to-door campaigning, telephone calls or e-mails to random students (those the candidate or his/her volunteers do not personally know) is prohibited. This does not apply to organizational endorsement.

J. There shall be no campaign materials within 50 feet of any EAEC maintained computer terminal on election day.  Campaign materials include nametags, posters, flyers and/or other items that identify a candidate. 

K. No candidates or campaign volunteers may discuss the election or specific candidates within a university computer lab.

L. No candidate may actively campaign within a computer lab. This includes the pre-placement of flyers/posters or linking the start-up homepage to the election site and/or a candidate's personal homepage.

M. The candidate may link their campaign website to the main election web page; however, no scripts may be used to automatically enter a candidate’s name as the voter’s selection. 

N. Any candidate desiring to stuff campus mailboxes, folders, or other boxes must first receive approval for their flyer from the Office of Student Programs. 

O. Student mail box stuffing is allowed. Post Office regulations require $15 for the stuffing of their boxes.

P. Use of E-mail Listserves and E-mail

1) Unauthorized use of e-mail listserves by candidates or campaign volunteers is prohibited and may be referred to Judicial Affairs.  No campaign-related listserve e-mails may be sent unless a candidate has received the official endorsement of the executive board of the organization governing the listserve.  Listserve e-mails that notify recipients of an upcoming election without favoring a specific candidate are permitted.

2) No campaign-related listserve e-mails may be sent by a student organization unless a candidate has received the official endorsement of the executive cabinet of the organization governing the listserve.

3) Listserve e-mails that notify recipients of an upcoming election without favoring a specific candidate are permitted.

4) No candidate or campaign volunteer may send election e-mails to anyone that he or she does not personally know.

Q. The radio cannot be used except by EAEC or in an EAEC sponsored event.  

R. The use of table tents shall not be allowed.  

S. All questions regarding campaigning should be directed to the EAEC through the USG e-mail account:  usg@tulane.edu

Section 7.  Expenditures

A. A candidate is allowed to devote a total of $100.00 in money and materials to his/her regular campaign.

B. In the event of a run-off each candidate will be allowed to spend an additional $50.00.

C. An itemized account of all campaign expenditures and receipts must be turned into the USG office by the last day of voting by the official closing of the polls. 

1) If a candidate spends no money, he/she must turn in a statement by the deadline indicating that $0.00 was spent. 

D. In the event of a run-off, all material must be turned into the USG office by the closing of the polls, the day of the run-off. 

E. All receipts shall include the name of the purchaser of materials or services, the name and address and phone number of the supplier of the materials or services, the total amount paid and due, and the dates the materials or services were ordered and the bill paid. 

F. All election results shall be dependent upon the approval of the campaign expenditures by the chair of the EAEC. 

G. Amounts spent over the budgetary limit may subject the candidates to a penalty deemed appropriate by the EAEC. 

H. Students who turn in their expenditures early may add to their expenditures as long as the deadline has not been reached.  

I. Additions must also be itemized and turned in by the EAEC specified deadline.

J. The retail price of all purchased materials and services actually used for campaign purposes including the dollar value of all donations must be reported. The retail price of any non-student labor shall be included accordingly in the candidate's budget. 

K. Mailing costs shall be included accordingly in the candidate's budget. Exceptions will be made for mailing and phone costs for candidates who are conducting a campaign from abroad.

Section 8.  Enforcement

A. Major violations shall include but not be limited to

1) Attempts to perpetuate a fraudulent election, including but not limited to:

(a) tampering with vote counting

(b) tampering with the on-line voting system

(c) falsification of any information in effort to gain an advantage

(d) harassing and assaulting voters

(e) offering bribes to poll workers, voters, or members of the EAEC

B. Major violations shall result in immediate disqualification from the election and a referral to the Office of Student Affairs for violations of the Student Code of Conduct.

C. Other violations of campaign or election procedures may be considered as minor violations as determined by the EAEC. 

1) In the case of a minor violation so deemed by the EAEC, the committee has the power to dock from the candidates a maximum of 10% of the election vote percentage total for each violation. 

2) Accumulation of minor violations may result in a major violation if deemed appropriate by the EAEC.

D. Allegations of candidates committing campaign violations must be submitted via e-mail to:  usg@ tulane.edu.  They may also be submitted in writing to the USG office.  All alleged violations must be reported within 12 hours of the closing of polls on the last day of regular voting.

E. During the campaign and before the polls close, the candidate may be notified via e-mail if a violation has been reported against them and asked to correct their offense within an hour of being notified or face violation charges.  The same procedure will be followed in the event of a run-off campaign.

F. If a violation of the election regulations is discovered subsequent to the election, a candidate may be disqualified from office if deemed appropriate by the EAEC.

G. An emergency meeting of EAEC is automatically called within 48 hours of the EAEC Chair receiving a major violation complaint.  

H. An emergency meeting of EAEC can be called by a two-thirds vote of the EAEC members. 

I. Candidates will be held responsible for all information contained in the informational packet distributed at the information sessions, including all information included in the rules and regulations of the specific election.

Section 9.  Results

A. Counting of votes will be done by the USG EAEC or its designates behind closed doors. The election will be decided by a simple majority vote (50% + 1 of all eligible votes cast) 

1) Votes that are not to be counted in the eligible votes cast total are votes for non-Tulane students, Tulane students who are ineligible to run, and write-ins receiving less than 1% of the initial vote.

2) Incorrect spelling of a write-in will not invalidate the vote if there is no doubt as to who the vote is cast for.  

B. Appeals

1) If no appeals are reviewed, results of the election become final 48 hours after the results are officially posted on the USG door.

2) Any appeals to any decisions of the EAEC should be in the form of a written appeal directed to the ASB Elections Appeals Court (EAC). The request must be submitted in writing to the Office of the ASB President within 24 hours after the decision has been made by the AEC. Any requests received after such time will not be reviewed.

C. Eligible write-in candidates receiving less than 5% of total votes cast will not be included on the tally sheet.

D. In the event of an on-line election, the initial script shall be kept by the Director of Student Programs and any revisions shall be approved by TIS.  Only the webmaster(s) and the Student Programs designee will have access to the vote-in-progress. These people will have the only access to results prior to the EAEC's certification.  All complaints about on-line voting will be sent through these designees and then forwarded to the EAEC chair.

E. The EAEC will release the percentages of total votes and the exact number of votes cast.  Additional statistics will be released at the discretion of the Committee.

Senator Leverson: There have been some changes made since last meeting, you no longer have to have been a student for 2 semesters and no more letter from the Dean for good academic standing. Pretty much everything else is the same. 

President Cullen: Where in here does it change the terms of office? 

Senator Leverson: That has already been passed.

President Cullen: You need to make an amendment that says that this will not go into effect until the other part passes in referendum. 

Senator Hamias: Are bylaw changes also going to referendum? How is this going to be organized? 

Senator Babin: Typos? Did CBRC meet last week?

Senator Leverson: Yes. 

President Cullen: this doesn’t change who conducts exec elections does it?

Senator Leverson: No.

Positive VP Couper: I really like this bill… etc. 

Motion to amend Senator David: 

Therefore be it resolved that this legislation does not go into effect unless USG 08111106 is passed in referendum

Senator Leverson: Is this a constitutional change? Does it need to go to referendum? 

VP Gray: Yes, but I think I will make a motion so that it does not go to referendum. 

Senator McCoy: Do liaisons have to fulfill the same requirements as senators? Like sitting on councils?

VP Gray: Not sure about councils, but their attendance will be monitored closely.

Senator Hamias: Are cheerleaders part of that council? Does the council meet weekly?

VP Gray: No. And I believe they meet biweekly

Positive Senator Pettiette: I am all for this position. We need to get student athletes more involved with other organizations around campus. Its hard for them to get in the know with campus activities. The more dual leaders we have in USG the better it will be for the whole campus.

Motion to suspend the budget 

There is supposed to be a 3 week period between when the budgets are announced and when they are due. 

Senator Smith: Are you sure that setting back the budget process several weeks will not be a huge problem?

President Cullen: No. There are better ways to do it.

Senator Hamias: Can you elaborate more on why you think the current budget process is unfair?

President Cullen: We need to make sure that we change who is voting on our budgets. My new proposal is that every budget be presented in the same form as the one that the Club Sports organizational council gives it. This is in the best interest for all groups.

Senator Hamias: Do you think its feasible for every council to understand that budget process? 

President Cullen: Yes, all of the other councils are at or around 10 members or less. The current way it is written does not benefit our students. 

VP Couper: Your legislation has no impact on who ultimately votes on the budget

President Cullen: Correct

VP Zang: Do you honestly think that most of the treasurers would know how to present the budgets when they are newly elected?

Senator Smith: How did you come up with these percentages? Do you think its necessary for one member of the finance committee to sit in these councils to make sure there is no favoritism going on?

Pres Cullen: these are all increases based on the amount of money these organizations received last semester. Yes, that would be ideal. 

Senator Hamias: How did you decide the 9 organizations? Did you meet with VP Zang or any of the councilheads before writing this? Given that you have singled out certain organizations do you really think that the 10 people on this council will be more impartial than the finance committee?

Pres Cullen: Those are the 9 largest budgets. No. I didn’t know that this process was starting until 8pm last night. 

VP Gray: Are you aware that I love my councilchairs? Are you aware that we are currently missing two councilchair positions?  Would you be willing to force this upon councilchairs? What type of structure will we have to help ease this process? Training on finance policies, etc.

Pres Cullen: I bet they’ll turn up quickly if that’s the only way to get their money. Um… I think councilchairs would willingly pick up this role. 

VP Couper: When does the budget process normally begin?

Pres Cullen: Around this time, but I normally receive a bit more warning. 

Proxy Greenberg: How does this allow them to more directly access the finance committee?

Pres Cullen: Councilchairs are here for a reason. They are representing the interests of their student organizations. 

VP Couper: This suspension… what is the timeline in your head for all of this working out? When would this become unsuspended?

Pres Cullen: I was initially hoping that finance committee was going to begin meeting about this already and they would report on it today. Ideally I would say 2 weeks from now.  

Councilhead Frey: If this doesn’t happen at the next meeting? When would the budget process realistically get started. 

Pres Cullen: Ehm… its up to them

Councilhead Schwartzwald: How are you going to make sure that organizations understand this process?

Pres Cullen: All that would change is you submit a budget to a different person.

Motion to have councilchairs take this to their councils and then send information to SBAC, CBRC, and Finance committee before next meeting 

Councilchair Schwartzwald: We should definitely do this. 

Vote: Passes 

X. Open Forum

Senator Leverson: Our agendas came out really late today … something needs to be done about this because many members did not show up and had no idea that such a huge piece of legislature would be brought up tonight. 

VP Gray: I’m also slightly disappointed by my fellow VP’s performance. But if you aren’t fulfilling your duties, voicing your opinions, you’re not doing your job either. 

Senator Smith: I just wanted to clarify, if someone has a real excuse its totally understandable, but I would just like everybody here. We need incentives for people to come.

Senator Pettiette: What is this about intent to be registered? Everyone know what time USG is every week. It doesn’t change. 

VP Couper: I agree with Senator Pettiette in that regard. If for some reason you have to take a Tuesday night class to graduate, maybe you don’t need to be a senator. People need to be consistently available on Tuesday nights. 

VP Gray: I respectfully disagree with your opinion. Being VPSO I tell people to get involved with organizations all the time. But recognize that your primary reason for being at Tulane is to be a student, not to be a member of USG. 

Senator Hamias: Personally I would like to say that I hope that all of these problems that we’ve gone over today with the budget do not need to be dumped on the councilheads. 

Senator Leverson: I’m disappointed that this legislation wasn’t coming from the finance committee. 

VP Gray: We’re discussing holding a joint meeting between SBAC and Finance next Tuesday. You’ll be hearing more from us soon. It will be open to anyone

VP Zang: I would like to apologize for earlier today, I was so angry I couldn’t speak. I would like to invite all of you to our next Finance meeting. 

Pres Cullen: If anyone would like to accompany me to a GAPSA meeting, feel free. They have lots of problems too. 

Senator Smith: OCRA meeting included me, Ratchet, and McCoy. If you want to be involved… let me know. We’re appointing positions. We’re going to structure it after the RHA constitution. 

Pres Cullen: ASB is trying to get an off campus housing support center set up too.
XI. Announcements
